Am | covered if | get on
a student’s horse during
alesson?

Yes, coaches with a policy obtained
through the National Insurance
Program are covered when it is
required for you to ride in connection
with a student lesson.

However, in cases where your
business extends to taking on clients
horses for continued education and/
or agistment, additional insurance will
need to be purchased.

Does my EA Coaching
Insurance cover me for
agisting client’s horses?

No, the program provides cover
‘whilst engaged in coaching’ and does
not extend to additional business
activities such as agistment, horse
education, etc. Marsh is able to
arrange a policy tailored to these
individual needs, please contact the
team for further information.
